With more than four million hits his solo piece Mono Desire was one of the Top30 music videos on Youtube. The “masterful and sensitive musician“ (The Telegraph) has performed in prestigious venues such as the Roundhouse, Barbican and Southbank Centre in London, Konzerthaus Vienna, Forbidden City Concert Hall Beijing and the Harare International Festival in Zimbabwe.

The “virtuoso on the Hang“ (The Times) has collaborated with highclass artists such as Shpongle, Bugge Wesseltoft, Stuart McCallum, Boris Grebenshikov, Georg Breinschmid, Giannis Charoulis and string players from the London Symphony Orchestra. His new album Made in Silence 2 has been sold in more than 25 countries and his music has been played on various TV and radio stations such as BBC3, France2, WDR or ORF. 

In ‚Manu Delago Handmade’ he is joined by two versatile musicians: the extra-ordinary Isa Kurz on vocals, violin and piano and the “impressive“ (London Jazz) Philipp Moll on acoustic bass and electronics. The trio creates touching songs between magical soundspheres, groovy nujazz and dynamical chamber music.
